


because this year was especially challenging for the audit, due to a number of unfortunate and 
unexpected staffing situations. But the professionalism and tenacity of all involved with the audit was 
much appreciated. 
 
Resolution No. 12451, attached in Appendix 1, was introduced by Janea Jordon, Sr. Executive Vice 
President - Public Safety, Audit & Compliance, for the re-appointment of Chenora Burkett to the Audit 
Committee, effective February 15, 2026, whose two-year term began upon her appointment on February 
15, 2018 and who was re-appointed thereafter for three (3) two-year terms. Commissioner Camarda, 
Chair of the Audit Committee that had reviewed the resolution, moved for its adoption, which motion was 
seconded and unanimously approved, with there being no discussion.  
 
Resolution No. 12452, attached in Appendix 1, was presented by Dave Walsh, Executive Vice President 
– Supply Chain Management (“EVP-SCM”) and was to authorize PHA to modify contract number 5283 
for Maintenance Related Services – Small General Contractors, as approved by the Board in May 2024, 
by Resolution No. 12356. The total amount of the amendment is not to exceed one million dollars 
($1,000,000), which raises the total contract value to twelve million dollars ($12,000,000) and requires 
Board approval under CPP#10, because the total amount of amendments, including the one proposed 
in this resolution, exceeds one million dollars ($1,000,000). This resolution had been sent for review to 
the Finance Committee and Commissioner Camarda, as Chair of that committee, moved for it to be 
approved. After a second and there being no discussion, the resolution was unanimously approved. 
 
Resolution No. 12453, attached in Appendix 1, was presented by Dave Walsh, EVP-SCM, to authorize 
PHA to execute an Agreement with Pennrose, LLC or a Pennrose, LLC-related entity, for certain work 
product and related costs associated with the planned redevelopment of Bartram Village Phase II, with 
the amount to be expended under the agreement not to exceed four hundred fifteen thousand, nine 
hundred seventy-six dollars ($415,976). This resolution had also been reviewed by the Finance 
Committee prior to being presented to the Board and Commissioner Camarda moved for its approval. 
Following a second and there being no discussion, the motion was unanimously approved. 
 
Resolution No. 12454, attached in Appendix 1, was presented by Dave Walsh, EVP-SCM, and was to 
authorize PHA to contract with Mighty Writers and Friends of Philly Aquatics for Hartranft Afterschool and 
Summer Programming.  The contract performance period is a two (2) year base period and (2) two (1) 
one-year option periods and the total aggregate amount to be expended under the contracts, including 
the exercise of any options, is not to exceed one million dollars ($1,000,000). This resolution had been 
sent to the Resident Services Committee for review prior to presentation to the Board and Commissioner 
Wise, as a member of that committee, moved for its adoption. After a second and discussion, the motion 
was unanimously approved. 
 
Resolution No. 12455, attached in Appendix 1, was presented by Sara Schwartz, Senior Counsel, 
Office of General Counsel (“Sr. Counsel”), for approval for PHA to submit to HUD both PHA’s FY 2027 
MTW Plan and an amendment to its FY2026 MTW Plan. This resolution had been sent for review to 
the Policy & Planning Committee and its Chair, Board Vice-Chair Wetzel, moved for its adoption. The 
motion was seconded and, with there being no discussion, it was unanimously approved. 
 
Resolution No. 12456, attached in Appendix 1, was presented by Sara Schwartz, Sr. Counsel, for PHA 
to approve amendments, as described in the attachment summary to the resolution, to both the 
Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy for Public Housing and the Administrative Plan for the 
Housing Choice Voucher Program. This resolution had been sent for review to the Policy & Planning 
Committee and its Chair, Board Vice-Chair Wetzel, moved for its adoption. The motion was seconded, 
there was no discussion, and the motion was unanimously approved. 
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
